      Note that the red is what I feel should be deleted. Green is what I would add. Purple is Commentary (Some written from a personal perspective). This commentary is provided by Jim Lindner on behalf of Queen City Bike (A bicycle advocacy group located in Cincinnati and active in Ohio and Northern Kentucky. Meetings are regularly held on both sides of the Ohio River.) I may not agree with the concept being put forth in the original document, yet I may strongly disagree with the existing wording.  I therefore suggested changes to improve the wording and retain some essence of the concept as included with the discussion below.  After the discussion material below is an uninterrupted example of how I prefer the resulting standard would be written.  In this final version I did not attempt to write it as a change with individual points to be altered and keeping the same meaning or concept. The final version is written to  be looked at on its own improving the whole instead of making peace meal changes.

      RELATES TO: KRS 189.030(1), 189.450[Chapter 189]
      STATUTORY AUTHORITY: KRS[174.125,] 189.287
      NECESSITY, FUNCTION, AND CONFORMITY: KRS 189.287 requires the cabinet to promulgate administrative regulations to establish standards for bicycle safety and equipment. This administrative regulation establishes the equipment and safety requirements required in the operation of a bicycle[KRS Chapter 189 sets forth many bicycle safety standards that can be overridden by administrative regulations promulgated by the Transportation Cabinet. The Bicycle and Bikeways Commission authorized by KRS 174.125 has suggested that with the ever-growing use of bicycles in Kentucky additional or different standards are necessary for the safety of the traveling public. This administrative regulation sets forth the required bicycle safety standards].
 
      Section 1. Definitions. (1) "Bicycle":  Bicycle: Every vehicle propelled solely by pedals, operated by one or more persons, and having two or more wheels, except children’s tricycles
1) Means a device with an attached seat propelled solely by human power upon which a person rides astride or upon, regardless of the number and size of the wheels in contact with the ground; and
      (b) Does not mean a:
      1. Wheelchair designed for a person with a disability; or
      2. Device designed solely for use as a play vehicle for a child.
      (2) "Hazard" means a condition present on the roadway that constitutes a danger to a bicycle rider such as:
      (a) A fixed or moving object; (Including Puddles ,Leaves, Glass, Gravel, Sewer Grates, or other road debris, as may regularly be found in unmaintained bike lanes or road edges outside of the area cleared by motor vehicle tires.)
      (b) A parked or moving vehicle;
      (c) A pedestrian;
      (d) A surface irregularity; or
      (e) An animal.
      (3) "Shared lane" means a single lane of traffic less than fourteen (14) feet in width not including the gutter pan.
(This is just wrong! It goes with a general misunderstanding of “Share the Road”. All lanes are shared one vehicle in front of another unless “Dual- Use” is permitted or encouraged. I had a LEO tell me he could not ticket me where I took the lane because sharrows or Share the road signs did not exist to indicate I must ride to the right. Yes he had it wrong. Shared lanes are where we should take the lane, but the wording below indicates that is not how this was to be interpreted. To eliminate confusion I suggest the whole concept be eliminated as few lanes lanes likely fit a standard that a cyclist need consider prohibiting taking the lane prohibited if needed for safety. The cyclist can then use his own judgment more freely.)
      (3) "Wide outside lane” means a right-most lane of traffic continuing in the path of travel without steep grade and greater than fourteen (14) feet in width not including the gutter pan or grater than 1(5) feet in width when  the lane is edged by a curb or lacks a shoulder. Lane width for this purpose is always considered narrow if a hazard exist within the lane within sight of a vehicle operator.
 AASHTO’s 1999 Guide for the Development of Bicycle Facilities states (p. 17): “In general,
4.2 m (14 feet) of usable lane width is the recommended width for shared use in a wide curb
lane....On stretches of roadway with steep grades where bicyclists need more maneuvering
space, the wide curb lane should be slightly wider where practicable [4.5 m (15 feet) is
preferred]. The 4.5-m (15-foot) width may also be necessary in areas where drainage grates,
raised reflectors on the right-hand side of the road, or on-street parking effectively reduce the
usable width.” Reference http://www.humantransport.org/bicycledriving/library/wol_width.pdf
      Section 2.[Front] Lights and Reflectors. (1) A bicycle operated on a highway during the hours or atmospheric conditions described in KRS 189.030(1) shall display at least[be equipped with] one (1) front light on either the bicycle or the bicyclist a flashing or steady light  that is visible for 500 feet and capable of revealing[which clearly reveals] substantial objects at least fifty (50) feet in front of the bicycle[ahead and which is visible for 500 feet]. A cyclist shall not travel at night at speeds that do not allow avoiding objects using ambient light or supplemental light mounted on the cyclist or bicycle.
      (2)[Section 2. Rear Lights or Reflectors.] A bicycle if[, when] operated on a highway or highway shoulder[,] shall display on either the bicycle or the bicyclist[so that it is visible from the rear of the bicycle]:
      (a)[(1)] One (1) red reflector or red light visible for at least 100 feet visible from the rear of the bicycle; and
      (b) One (1) red light or a flashing red light visible from the rear of the bicycle for at least 500 feet[(2)] during the hours or
      atmospheric conditions described in KRS 189.030(1)[, one (1) red light or flashing red light visible for at least 500 feet].
 
      Section 3. Horn or Bell. (1) A bicycle may be equipped with a bell, horn, or other device capable of making an abrupt sound, but shall not be equipped with a siren or whistle with Pea. The  thought that a cyclist may imitate a  LEO is the basis for this. Police  rarely use a whistle and then to my knowledge always of a pea type. A whistle is desired for cyclist as size weight and effectiveness in being heard in traffic is superior to other devices. I think few would mistake other types of whistles for a police whistle making this change reasonable.
      (2) A[Every] person operating a bicycle shall shout or sound the bell, horn, or other sound device as necessary to warn pedestrians or other bicycles of the approach of the bicycle[whenever necessary as a warning of the approach of the bicycle to pedestrians or other bicycles, but shall not sound the horn or sound device unnecessarily.
      (3) A bicycle shall not be equipped with a siren or whistle].
 
      Section 4. Brakes. A bicycle shall not be operated on a highway or highway shoulder without a brake or brakes adequate to control the movement of, or[and] to stop, the bicycle within fifteen (15) feet at a speed of ten (10) miles per hour on a dry, level, clean pavement.
 
      Section 5. Seat. (1)(a) A bicyclist if[, when] operating on a highway or highway shoulder[,] shall ride[on or] (on or) astride a seat attached to the bicycle[a permanently attached bicycle seat] (How about recumbent Bikes? You ride upon not astride the  seat. The issue is a secure place to accommodate each rider a cargo bike may carry a child carrier or even a small adult comfortably without a seat.)  The geometry of a semi recumbent bike may require that if the cyclist rises from his seat to accelerate or go up an incline he will no longer be astride the seat.  
      (b) A bicyclist operating on a highway or highway shoulder may transport a person, or persons on  or astride seats or a  carrying device attached to the bicycle in a manner in which the seat or device is manufactured and designed to be used. (Includes cargo bikes?)
      (2)[Section 6. Passengers.] A bicycle[, when being] operated on a highway or highway shoulder[,] shall not carry more than the number of persons for which the bicycle is[was] designed or[is] safely equipped. (Cargo Bikes??)
 
      Section 6. Transporting a Package and Attaching to a Motor Vehicle. (1)[7. Packages.] A bicyclist[, when] operating on a highway or highway shoulder[,] shall not carry a package, bundle, or article that prevents the operator from keeping[at least] one (1) hand on the handle bars.
      (2)[Section 8. Prohibition Against Attaching to Vehicles.] A bicyclist[, when] operating on a highway or highway shoulder[,] shall not attach either the bicycle or himself or herself to a motor[any other] vehicle.
 
      Section 7.[9.]. Operation of Bicycles. (1) A bicycle shall be operated in the same manner as a motor vehicle, except that the[following] traffic conditions established in paragraphs (a) and (b) of this subsection shall apply.
      (a)[: (1)] A bicycle may be operated on the shoulder of a highway unless prohibited by law or ordinance. Where bicycle travel on shoulders is permitted, it shall not be required.
      (b)[(2)] If a highway lane is marked for the exclusive use of bicycles, the operator of a bicycle shall use the lane unless:
(I personally do not agree in principle as many bike lanes are poorly maintained. If I get a flat due to glass in a bike lane can I sue?? By requiring use of a bike lane I think the state is liable for maintenance!) At one time most states had mandatory use laws such as this one is. As highway is defined in Kentucky this should be eliminated for the same reasons it has been eliminated in most states that did have such laws. The  mandatory use laws encourage the idea tat a substandard or poorly maintained bike path or lane should be preferred and used by cyclist. The true situation is cyclist use well built facilities that apply to their needs without such laws. An example is a mountain bike trail parallel to a road will not be suitable to a road bike, but efforts have been made to force the use of mountain bike trails in  national parks  for all cyclist when available.  A  good explanation for removing this also exist at  http://bikeleague.org/content/bike-law-university Mistakenly it says In  Kentucky the laws only require the mandatory use of a separated facility when such a facility is marked on a highway or parkway (i.e. limited access roadways). This limitation incorrect as any state maintained road (or even parking lot) is defined by  Kentucky law as  a “Highway”.
      1. Travelling at the legal speed;  As it is impossible for any vehicle to travel exactly at any specific speed I must assume this to mean any speed under the posted limit. Sounds useless when you think about it.
      2. Preparing for or executing a left turn;
      3. Passing a slower moving vehicle;
      4. Avoiding a hazard; (OK, I guess many bike lanes are a hazard so I can avoid them?)
      5. Avoiding the door zone of a parked vehicle; or
      6. Approaching a driveway or intersection where vehicles are permitted to turn right from a lane to the left of the bicycle lane.
Yes you listed some of the issues with bike lanes.  What about substandard width or poorly designed bike lanes? What about the shoulder that a LEO calls an unmarked bike lane?
      (2)[whenever feasible;
      (3)] Not more than two (2) bicycles shall be operated abreast in a single highway lane unless part of the roadway is exclusively for bicycle use. Persons riding two (2) abreast shall not impede the normal and reasonable movement of traffic. (WHAT !!) ( I am “Reasonable Moving Traffic”. I see the language as discriminatory, against bicycle traffic, defining them as “Not Reasonable Moving Traffic” by default. It has no place in this document.) (Riding two abreast is a means of reducing conflict if riding in groups.  (Bicycles should be encouraged to ride two abreast to promote safe passing when riding as a group. This can be done anytime a single cyclist may move to the left to control a lane. A common and encouraged way of teaching new or young riders is to ride two abreast. This allows for parental control. You cannot see a rider behind and one ahead may travel through a stop sign before a parent can stop them.) (At times I feel 3 abreast would reduce the length of a group of cyclist using the full lane and should be allowed to reduce motor vehicle conflict and ease passing.)
      (3) A bicycle operated in a highway lane with other vehicle types shall keep to the right ride as far right as practicable unless one or more of the following conditions exist;  (I am not fond of practicable but it is used elsewhere to include a degree of safety)
      (a) Preparing for and executing a left turn;
      (b) Passing a slower moving vehicle;
      (c) When The lane is too narrow to be considered a shared  Wide Outside Lane  A bicycle may be ridden far enough to the left to prevent overtaking vehicles from attempting to pass in the same lane; (belongs above)
      (d) Approaching an intersection or driveway where right-turn movements are permitted. A bicycle may be ridden far enough to the left to avoid potential conflicts with right turning vehicles;
      (e) It is necessary to Avoiding a perceived hazard. A bicycle may be ridden far enough to the left to provide a reasonable safety space to the right;(see modified description of a hazard above)
      (f) The bicycle is operating on a one (1) way street with two (2) or more marked traffic lanes. A bicyclist may ride as near as practicable to the left side of the roadway subject to the conditions in paragraphs (b) through (e) of this subsection;
      (g) It is necessary for a cyclist to use a lane other than the right lane to continue his or her route; or
      (h) The bicycle is operating at or near the legal speed.  above half of the posted speed limit, near the speed of prevailing traffic, or near a posted minimum motor vehicle speed limit. The above was written both as confusing about proper speed on a road and promoting a bad concept that vehicles should travel at a posted upper speed limit if they are to be on the road. Hey, guys it is a maximum speed that is usually posted. You are not supposed to be traveling above that speed and certainly are allowed to travel slower!! Is this part of a movement to limit bikes to slower traffic roads? Instead how about lowering speed limits to a safer level for bikes making them feel safer on more roads and enforcing the current upper speed limits.
     (i) The above is not to imply that a cyclist must hug the curb, but instead is permitted to ride a minimum of 3 feet out from a curb or edge of the lane to be able to safely avoid most hazards, without swerving suddenly to the left.
      (4)(a) A bicycle may be operated on a sidewalk or a crosswalk unless prohibited by law or ordinance. Ohio also has a statute provision worth mentioning: In the Buckeye State, bicycles can be prohibited from sidewalks by sign or ordinance, but cannot be required to ride upon the sidewalk by sign or ordinance. This ensures that bicyclists can always use the road,
      (b) A bicyclist operating on a sidewalk or crosswalk shall have the rights and duties of a pedestrian in the same circumstances.
      (c) A bicyclist using a sidewalk or crosswalk shall:
      1. Slow to the speed of an ordinary walk where pedestrians are present or if approaching a crosswalk, driveway, or other crossing where a motor vehicle is present; and
      2. Not suddenly leave the sidewalk or crosswalk and move into the path of another vehicle that is close enough to constitute an immediate hazard.
      (d) A bicyclist operating on a crosswalk or sidewalk shall obey an official traffic control device applicable to a pedestrian unless otherwise directed by a police officer or other officially designated person.
      (e) A bicyclist operating on a crosswalk or sidewalk shall yield the right of way to a vehicle if crossing the road at a point other than within a marked crosswalk or within an unmarked crosswalk at an intersection. (Poor sentence structure promotes subject confusion - bicyclist or vehicle crossing?? Concept is covered with 2.)
      (5) A bicyclist operating on a highway or highway shoulder may proceed after stopping and when safe against a red light if a traffic signal fails to detect the bicycle. (What??? How about after a stop and when traffic is clear? Seems to say cyclist may ignore most stop lights, even those on timers, if they do not detect the cyclist!!! Nice thought, but a little less than safe to publish as it was.)
 
      Section 8. Bicycle Parking. (1) Unless prohibited, a bicycle may be parked on a sidewalk if it does not impede the movement of pedestrians or traffic.
      (2) A bicycle may be parked in the roadway at an angle to the curb or edge of the roadway at a location where bicycle parking is allowed.
      (3) A bicycle shall not be parked or stopped as established for a vehicle in KRS 189.450(5)(b) through (j).
      (4) A bicycle may be parked on the roadway alone or abreast of another bicycle or bicycles near the side of a roadway where parking of vehicles is allowed.

         (h) Every person operating a bicycle upon a roadway shall ride as near to the right side of the roadway as practicable
                  1.This section does not require a person operating a bicycle to ride at the edge of the roadway when it is unreasonable
                  or unsafe to do so.  Conditions that may require riding away from the edge of the roadway include when necessary to 
                  avoid fixed or moving objects, parked or moving vehicles, surface hazards, or if it otherwise is unsafe or impracticable to 
                 do so, including if the lane is too narrow for the bicycle and an overtaking vehicle to travel safely side by side within  the 
                  lane.
Section 8. Bicycle Parking.
   (1) Unless prohibited, a bicycle may be parked on a sidewalk if it does not impede the movement of pedestrians or traffic.
(2) A bicycle may be parked in the roadway at an angle to the curb or edge of the roadway at a location where bicycle parking is
    allowed.
    (3) A bicycle shall not be parked or stopped as established for a vehicle in KRS 189.450(5)(b) through (j).
    (4) A bicycle may be parked on the roadway alone or abreast of another bicycle or bicycles near the side of a roadway where 

        parking of vehicles is allowed.
Section 9 Local Regulation
Local regulation of the operation of bicycles is allowed provided that no such regulation shall be fundamentally inconsistent with the uniform rules of the road prescribed here and that no such regulation shall prohibit the use of bicycles on any public street or highway except as provided in section 7 (f) ,
(1) Local regulation can prohibit riding on shoulders, side  paths, sidewalks, or crosswalks,.
(2) This allows local registration and licensing of bicycles, including the requirement of a registration fee, only for residents of the local authority
(3) Local helmet or additional equipment requirements beyond state requirements cannot be applied to those who do not live or reside within the local jurisdiction in order to facilitate free unencumbered travel throughout the state.
(4) No ordinance or regulation enacted under division (A)(4), (5), (6), (7), (8), or (10) of this section shall be effective until signs giving notice of the local traffic regulations are posted upon or at the entrance to the highway or part of the highway affected, as may be most appropriate.
     Note that I removed references to a wide outside lane as I feel the presence of such lanes to not have a significant portion of the roadway when properly defined and hazards are considered to reduce the requirement that they be treated differently than standard lanes. 
I considered removing section 7 (g) completely as I suspect to find wording requiring slow moving vehicles to ride “As far right as practicable elsewhere”, but I included it to get the wording from Ohio Law into it specifying a bike may move away from the edge.  
The wording of limited access highway in 7 (f) is to specify only those roads that have been built only for motor vehicles with the purpose of removing them from the state highways.  I believe the meaning of state highway is different in Kentucky, and the wording here must explicitly mean those roads free of stops and intersecting roads.  I am unsure of the equivalent “freeway” term in Kentucky.
 I also tried a recommended definition of bicycles in this last section. I am unsure if hand propelled cycles that can be operated by handicapped will fit either definition, but these “racing machines“ should be included as bicycles designed for handicapped access to roadways.
